obtained from the Company’s bankers in the ordinary
course of business, shall not exceed 40,000 cr. (Rupees
Forty thousand crores only).”

EXPLANATORY STATEMENT UNDER SECTION 102(1)
OF THE COMPANIES ACT, 2013

SPECIAL BUSINESS

The Board of Directors of the Company were authorised
under Section 180(1)(c) of the Companies Act, 2013
to borrow upto a limit of ¥30,000 cr., (apart from the
temporary loans obtained from the Company’s bankers in
the ordinary course of business) by a Special Resolution
passed through Postal Ballot on 6th December 2018.
The aggregate borrowings of the Company as on 31st
December 2019 amounted to ¥24820.94 cr.

As at 31.03.2019, the own funds of the Company were
%5044 cr. The capital adequacy ratio of the Company as
on 31st December 2019 was at 17.60%.

It is considered desirable to raise the present limit of
borrowing (including foreign currency loans) to ¥40,000
cr. (excluding exchange fluctuations in respect of foreign
currency loans), apart from the temporary loans obtained

from the Company’s bankers in the ordinary course of
business. Accordingly, the Special Resolution as set out
in the Notice, is submitted for consideration.
